Light for the

“And you, chil d,
prophet of the Most High; for you will go

before the Lord to prepare his ways, to give
knowledge of salvation to his people by the

forgiveness of their sins. By the tender
mercy of our God, the dawn from on high
will break upon us, to give light to those
who sit in darkness and in the shadow of
death, to guide our feet into the way of
peace.” {(Duke 1: 76

Our theme for this season of Advent
is “Light for the World to See.” Itisa
wonderful theme full of rich imagery
and imagination. As we experience
fewer hours of daylight, I am reminded
of the power of light. I suspect that it is
one of the reasons Christmas lights are
so powerful. Creative lighting displays
bring joy in the midst of our darkness
and remind us of the hope and joy of
the season. We, in the church, are re-
minded of the light of Christ that brings
salvation and restoration.

This lesson from Luke that occurs on
the second Sunday in Advent comes
from Zechariah’s song. I love this song
from Zechariah because it seems to be a
simple and yet profound response to
what God is up to in his life and in the
world. It is appropriate to lift up this

Advent theme of light as we look to the
hope that lies in Christ that sheds light
in the midst of our own darkened lives.

When the world seems to be crash-
ing in, there is one who brings light into
our fears and breaks the threat of dark-
ness. While it may seem that our reality
is dark and scary, Christ’s light reminds
us that God is with us in the midst of the
darkness and will not let that darkness
overcome us in the end.

Maybe the question to ask is whether
we trust that light or not? Are we willing
to believe that Jesus is that light? Are we
willing to follow this Jesus?

As our stewardship theme calls us to
reflect on what this following Jesus
might mean for our lives, we can be sus-
tained by the good news of God’s love,
which is an eternal love. As this love
sinks into the core of our being, we are
free to serve and love because we know
that darkness cannot win in the end. We
are free to trust in God’s presence and
love.

Look around you. Where do you see
this evidence of God at work in your
life? Who is speaking God’s mercy and

A Statement for Open and Welcoming Lutheran Churches

Long before the ELCA made headlines with the 2009 Churchwide Assembly this
August, our church has understood that God’s grace and love are for everybody, and
the good news is for all of us sinners, especially for when we are most broken and
hurting. In 1991, the ELCA affirmed “that gay and lesbian people, as individuals
created by God, are welcome to participate fully in the life of the congregations of the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America.”

Still, even with that understanding of inclusion and full participation so strongly
underscored this year, often people who are gay, lesbian, bisexual, and transgender
find churches to be an unloving place.

Since 1983, congregations have had the opportunity to adopt a statement of affir-
mation that signals they are welcoming. This designation is called “Reconciling in
Christ.” Currently, three churches in our area (Advent, Lake Edge, and St. John’s) have
become Reconciling in Christ congregations. Watch for conversations at St. Stephen’s.
