Instead, we are
being good stewards of what we have.
We really have two issues to deal with.
Both of them are intertwined as you
may read in the next column. More
importantly, they are both urgent.

1. The first issue is the leaking roofs.
We have 18 roofs over our heads. Most
of them are flat and they are in various
stages of ill repair. With continued rain
and snow we are facing more damages
to the structure of the building and so
need to do something more than a patch
here or there. After having core samples
taken and infra-red pictures shot of the
roof and ceiling, we have a better idea
what we need to do. The Building and
Grounds Ministry Team has a plan; the
Finance Committee has seen the plan
and endorsed it, and the Ministry Board
has agreed to the principle of the plan.
We have to raise the funds to pay for it.
It will cost between $225 and $250 thou-
sand. Without this work, we are in
danger of doing much more damage to
the building itself.

2. The second issue is our mortgage.
Currently we pay $120 thousand dollars
per year to the Mission Investment Fund
of the ELCA. Our current rate is 5%. In
December our rate will automatically
change to the then current rate. We
know that the interest rate will be higher
than our current introductory rate. We
